Establishing the Lmeage
of Terchen Barway Dorje
in the West

Terchen Barway Dorje, who lived at the end of the

nineteenth and the beginning of the twentieth century,
was a student of the 9th Tai Situ Rinpoche, Chokgyur
Dechen Lingpa, and many other masters of his time.
Initially associated with Surmang Monastery, Terchen
Barway Dorje devoted a good portion of his life to
reviving the lost teachings of Barom Kagyu and
revealing nine volumes of the treasure teachings.

Those teachings had been concealed by Guru
Padmasambhava and two of his twenty-five principal
disciples—Yeshe Tsogyal, his consort, and Nupchen
Sangye Yeshe, the prime minister during the time of the
king Trisong Detsen. Terchen Barway Dorje was an
incarnation of both Yeshe Tsogyal and Nupchen Sangye
Yeshe. Toward the end of his life, Terchen Barway Dorje
founded the Raktrul Monastery.

Bardor Tulku Rinpoche, the founder and spiritual
director of Kunzang Palchen Ling, is the third
incarnation of Terchen Barway Dorje. Today, he is
bringing the rich tradition of his lineage of treasure
teachings to the United States through Kunzang
Palchen Ling. In addition, it is Rinpoche’s aspiration to
offer KPL as a place for western students to encounter
the teachings of all four major traditions of Tibetan
Buddhism.

Membership Categories

Golden Patron Membership is $3000 a year for an
individual or $4500 a year for a family *
Golden Patron Members may attend all teachings
at KPL free of charge.

Supporting Membership is $1200 a year ($1800 for a
family*). Supporting members receive a 40%
discount on all teachings offered at KPL.

General Membership is $240 a year ($360 for a
family*). Members receive a 20% discount on
teachings.

Senior Membership is $180 a year (5270 for a family*)
for someone of age 62 or older. Members receive a
20% discount on all teachings. For a Senior Family
Membership, one of the spouses/partners must
satisfy the age requirement.

Student Membership is $120 a year (5180 for a
family*) for a fulltime student at an accredited
educational institution. Members receive a 20%
discount on all teachings. For a Student Family
Membership, one of the spouses/partners must be
a student.

*  A"family” consists of spouses/partners living
together along with unmarried children/legal
dependents who are age 21 or under and who
also live in the home. (Children/legal dependents
will not be given membership cards, but will
receive membership benefits when accompanied
by a parent or guardian.) A single parent may get a
family membership.
